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Open House November 14, 2010     Airplane names 

Dear Pilots and Supporters, 
 
Most likely you are already aware that these two airplanes were designed and manufactured in Czech Republic, in 
a small town Kunovice. This town is located at the bottom of the Chriby Mountain. 
The water that will christen these planes comes from a holy spring located in the forests of the same mountain – 
a part of their homeland. 
We are giving the planes symbolic names that were chosen not only for their pleasant sound but also for what 
they represent. Most Czech fairy tales and legends have a common thread: a good guy will kill the villain, save a 
princess and the kingdom. In one of these fairy tales, the good guy had powerful helpers in his mission: Sunfairy, 
Moonfairy and Windfairy. These three were rulers of the Sun, Moon and Wind. They helped the weak and just 
punished the bad. They were siblings and each of them had different powers. 
Sunfairy ruled the day, Sun, warmth and light and she used these powers to pursue the good in the world. That’s 
our C-IMJK. It’s stable like the Sun; it’s a cute plane that likes sunshine and good weather. 
Windfairy ruled the wind – from a gentle breeze to destructive hurricane. That’s our C-IEWU. It’s built to with-
stand even a high crosswind. 
Moonfairy ruled the night and silence. We reserved this name for a plane that, while not here yet, will be 
equipped and certified to fly at night. 
We chose these names because flying is so very dependent on the whims of the weather and we want to get the 
powers on our side. If our planes are the rulers of the Sun, Wind and Moon you can rest assured that they will try 
to influence the weather to accommodate your scheduled flight. 
 
To the Sunfairy and Windfairy – and to pleasant and happy flights!

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Tip for Trip -  Toronto Pearson International Airport    November 1, 2010     Bob Pesta  

I had an opportunity to make a beautiful flight from Edenvale to 
Toronto City Airport and Toronto Pearson International Air-
port. I would like to share this experience with you here. We 
talked about controlled zones at our Radio Communication 
Course and as you probably know these airspaces and airports 
could be a challenge.  
I was asked to pick up three passengers from Toronto City Air-
port at 12.30PM. I was suppose to fly these people to Edenvale 
and from Edenvale to Toronto Pearson International Airport. 
My day started at 8AM with flight planning and a few phone 
calls to pre-arrange my arrival to Toronto Pearson. Since this was 
not scheduled transportation commercial flight I had to get an 
approval from Toronto Pearson Tower to land there. Next I had 
to arrange a transport of my passenger to the terminal. This was 
done via Skyservice (business aviation). So the deal was when we 
arrive to Toronto Pearson I will drop off my passengers at 
Skyservice and they will give them a ride to the other side of the 
airport to a terminal where they can catch a flight to Ottawa. 
After I had confirmation from Toronto Pearson Tower and my 
flight plan was done I started the pre-flight on C172 C-FHKZ.  
I departed Edenvale 11.25AM. The day was severe VFR wind 
about 5knt, and not a cloud in the sky. Controlled zone at To-
ronto City was in median operation and I landed 12.25. My pas-
sengers (Consul General of Czech Republic Richard Krpac, dep-
uty minister of foreign affairs Vladimir Galuska, and their assis-
tant) were half an hour late, because of ferry from Toronto to 
Toronto Island. So I had a coffee in a terminal. When I greeted 
my passengers  and gave them a passenger briefing we departed 
Toronto City at 13.10PM heading to Edenvale. My passengers 
never flown in small airplane, so this was quite a bit of experi-
ence for them. They get to see Toronto from about 2000ft 
(spectacular view). I let Mr. Galuska to fly our Cessna straight 
and level and out of Toronto City airspace, he really enjoyed it. 
We landed at Edenvale 14.20 and went for a lunch with Milan 
Kroupa, who invited these people. 
The lunch took longer then we expected, so I called Pearson 
again to update ETA (estimated time of arrival). We departed 
Edenvale 16.30. 
“Toronto Terminal  this is C172 C-FHKZ”  
“HKZ Toronto Terminal go ahead” 
“Toronto Terminal HKZ 28 miles north level 3000 on VFR flight plan 
landing Toronto with information Charlie” 
“HKZ squawk 3215 and ident”  
“squawk 3215 and ident HKZ” 
“HKZ radar identified 26 miles north of Toronto maintain your altitude 
and heading” 
“HKZ” 
Mr. Galuska was flying an airplane till this moment (He is not a 
pilot). As we got closer to Toronto airspace it was getting busier 
and busier: 
“delta 344 descent to 8000 heading three one zero””down to 8000 heading 
three one zero delta 344””Toronto terminal Air Canada 142 heavy level 
13000””142 heavy claim and maintain 16000””142 heavy””southwest 
375 descent 3000 turn left heading 160 clear to ILS approach 05 intercept 
the localizer””down 3000 turn left 160 to intercept the localizer southwest 
375”...  
The frequency was congested, no room for error. 
...“HKZ turn right heading 220 descent and maintain 2000” 
“heading 220 descent and maintain 2000 HKZ” 

“HKZ traffic one o’clock airbus 320 southwest bound five miles report in 
sight” 
“I have traffic in sight HKZ” 
“HKZ heading 150 descent and maintain 1500 expect runway 05 report 
airport in sight” 
“down to 1500 heading 150 HKZ” 
“Toronto Terminal HKZ has runway in sight” 
“HKZ contact tower 118.35” 
“Tower 118.35 HKZ””Toronto tower HKZ level 1500 runway in sight” 
At this moment we were on 2mile final for runway 05 at To-
ronto Pearson International. 
“HKZ wind 110@6 altimeter 29.92 clear to land runway 05” 
“altimeter 29.92 clear to land 05 HKZ” 
Now we were about 1 mile final. 
“HKZ speed it up there is Boing 737 behind you” 
The approach speed in Cessna 172 with 30degrees flaps is 60knt 
and I was doing 65. I really didn’t want to go faster. 
“HKZ” 
When we touched down (17.25) I took first taxiway to get off 
the runway quickly. 
“HKZ contact ground 121.65” 
“ground 121.65 HKZ” 
After receiving taxi instructions we were on the way to Skyser-
vice. It took us about 20 minutes to taxi to the other side of the 
airport were a transit was waiting to take my passengers to termi-
nal. Several different frequencies were used to guide us there. 
After dropping off my three passengers, I was getting ready to 
depart Pearson. It was already dark when I contacted clearance 
delivery to get a departure clearance: 
“clearance delivery Cessna 172 C-FHKZ at Skyservice VFR to Colling-
wood requesting 3000 with information Juliet” 
“HKZ did you say VFR to Collingwood?” 
“that is affirmative HKZ” 
“OK HKZ let me look it up your flight plan since it’s unusual to fly VFR 
from Pearson” “ OK VFR to Collingwood we have your flight plan 
squawk 3465 clear to 3000 VFR” 
“squawk 3465 clear to 3000 HKZ” 
Following this I contacted ground to get taxi instructions. Again 
it took about 20 minutes to get to the threshold of runway 05 
where I contacted Tower. Since it was completely dark it was 
now harder to taxi and see all the runway numbering, hold-short 
positions and intersections. Airplanes are actually guided by the 
ground controller who uses a radar to see all airplanes.  
“Toronto Tower HKZ holding short 05 ready for departure” 
“HKZ wind 110@3 altimeter 29.92 clear for take-off 05 after departure 
maintain runway heading” 
“HKZ clear for take-off 05 maintain runway heading” 
After take off tower advised to contact departure on 127.575. 
Departure controller guided me out of the Pearson Airspace and 
radar contact was terminated. After about 20 minutes of flight I 
cycled a mic and Collingwood runway lit up. After checking the 
windsack I entered mid-left downwind for runway 31. I landed 
Cessna 172 C-FHKZ at Collingwood 19.50.  
I had this opportunity thanks to Milan Kroupa who asked me to 
make this flight. 
It was a beautiful experience and very enjoyable flight and if I 
will have the opportunity in a future I will definitely do it again. 
And the price tag of this fun? $300 landing fee at Toronto Pear-
son International Airport.   Bob Pesta 
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
